Dear Parents/Carers

Transition Week 2015 

The Academy day 

Transition week begins this Monday 20th July until Friday 24th July. Students should 
arrive at the Academy at their usual time; however they will go straight to registration 
at 9.00am. The day ends at 3.00pm Monday to Thursday, this is a change to their 
usual finish time on Wednesday.  On Friday all students will leave at 2.05pm. 

These timings have been communicated to our bus company. 

The only exception is Year 7 on their allocated sea-side day they should arrive at the 
Academy by 7.20am to be registered to leave by 7.30am, they should return by 
approximately 5.00pm (traffic permitting). They will need to be dropped off and 
picked up from the Academy at these times. 

Business Dress 

Year 7 students should wear their Business dress on Monday and Tuesday unless 
they are at the sea-side.  They will wear PE kit on all other days.
